About the Role  

This is a voluntary position.  Previous experience as a trustee is not necessary as training will be 

provided.  We welcome applications from all ages and backgrounds.  

We are looking for people who have time to commit to the organisation. Volunteer trustees are 

expected to prepare for and attend our regular board meetings, that are held four times per year. We 

also ask that you contribute to other meetings and projects when you can.
